We can see “eco-buycott”, choice of particular products for environmental conservation, as a
consumption behavior, pro-environmental behavior, or social participation. Especially, eco-buycott is
fabulous behavior to study, because it contains consumption, i.e. typical egocentric behavior, and
social participation, i.e. an example of sociotropic behavior. We use JGSS-2008 dataset and create
logistic regression models to explain experiences of eco-buycott by political efficacy, social capital,
and economic status. The first two variables are sociotropic factors and the last one is an egocentric
factor. The results showed that sociotropic variables, political efficacy and social capital, increasesd
eco-buycott, and an egocentric variable, economic status, also increased the behavior. Therefore,
empirical survey data support that eco-buycott contains both sociotropic and egocentric aspects.
